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Public Comment Received at Four Public Meetings

Four public open houses were held in late July
2011 to receive public comment on proposed
alignment alternatives and station locations in
the Gateway Corridor. Meetings were held in

Saint Paul, Woodbury, Hudson and Eau Claire.

Approximately 120 people attended these
meetings.

Each meeting was conducted in an open house
format with visual display boards, a short
PowerPoint presentation, and layouts of the
alternatives. Project staff were available to an-
swer questions. Postit notes and comment
forms were provided for written input.

Many comments were received about all of the
alternatives. Several concerns were raised
regarding impacts that the 7th Street/White

Bear Avenue alignment would cause to the
neighborhoods. After further discussions with
St. Paul, Ramsey County and the affected
neighborhoods, it was decided that these alter-
natives would remain in the study in order to

gain further information about their impacts

and possible benefits. Other suggestions, par-
ticularly related to station locations, are re-

flected in changes made to the various alterna-
tives, as described on the following pages.

Changes Made to Three Station Locations in St. Paul

Three changes were made to station locations in St. Paul based on public comments received and dis-

cussion with neighborhoods and city staff.

1 The Johnson Parkway station was moved to Earl Street for Alternative 3 (BRT) and Alternative 5
(LRT), which both run along the north side of | -94. Multiple stakeholders commented that Earl
Street would be a better station location than Johnson Parkway because of the higher population

densities near the station.

1 A station was added at Mounds Boulevard/Metro State for Alternatives 3 (BRT) and 5 (LRT) to pro-
vide better transit access to the Metro State campus and the surrounding neighborhoods.

1 A station at McKnight Road replaces both the stations at Sun Ray and 3M for Alternative 8 - BRT
Managed Lane.
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Eastern Terminus of LRT and BRT Fixed Guideway Moved to
Manning Avenue

The eastern terminus of the fixed guideway portion of Alternatives 3 and 5 (BRT) and Alternatives 4 and
6 (LRT) was moved from Carmichael Road in Hudson to Manning Avenue in Lake EImo and Woodbury
because WisDOT and MnDOT determined that the existing bridge cannot accommodate light rail or BRT
across the Saint Croix River. Bus service would be provided to Hudson via bus shoulder lanes over the
river. Express buses would provide transit service to Eau Claire and other cities as planned for each
alternative.
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Eastern Terminus of Alternative 8 - BRT Managed Lane - Moved

to West of | -94 Bridge

The eastern terminus of Alternative 8 - BRT Managed Lane was moved from Carmichael Road to the
west side of the St. Croix River because WisDOT and MnDOT determined that the existing bridge cannot
accommodate light rail or BRT across the Saint Croix River. Bus service would be provided to Hudson
via bus shoulder lanes over the river. Express buses would provide transit service to Eau Claire.
